WAR EMERGENCY FUND OF THE 
ROYAL MEDICAL BENEVOLENT 

FUND. 

SIR -The time has come to make a further 
appeai for the War Emergency Fund. 

This Fund was instituted last ye3:r to affo~d 
assistance to members of our profess10n who: m 
consequence of having joined the Arm~ 1ed1.cal 
Service, find themselves in temporary drfficulhes, 

Many medical men, when called. up, had to 
leave on very short notice, without ~nne to make 
adequate provision for the contmu~nce an~ 
maintenance of their practices dunng their 
absence. As a result they have had to face a 
severe fall in income even when supplemented 
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by army pay; while mai:y exp~nses, such as 
rent, insurance, taxes, fanuly mamtenance, _and 
education, could not be reduced. Although m a 
year or two after their return it may be hoped 
those affected will recover their position, still in 
the interval help is, and will be, necessary, and it 
is to meet these needs that the War Emergency 
Fund was established. 

To be effective the grants must be made on a 
liberal scale, and the fund from which they are 
to be drawn must be a large one. The sum 
obtained last year was about £4,000. This is 
quite inadequate, as at least £25,000 will be 
required , if even a small proportion of those 
requiring assistance is to be helped. From the 
wealthier members of the medical profession, it 
is hoped, substantial sums will be received, but 
every one should feel it a duty which he owes to 
his less prosperous colleagues to give the most 
liberal donation he can afford. 

At the same time the appeal is not, and ought 
not to be, restricted to the medical profession. 
The public, too, may be rightly called upon to 
bear its share, and to show, by liberal contribu-
tions, its appreciation of the special services so 
freely rendered by the medical profession to 
the country. 

The War Emergency Fund is a special depart-
ment of the Royal Medical Benevolent Fund. 
It is k<:pt separate and distinct from the ordinary 
operat10ns of the general fund, and is under the 
management of a committee specially appointed 
for the purpose.

The Medical Agenty for Appointments 

The Medical Agency was started in I 907 by the London 
Hospital Medical Club, for the benefit of "Londoners" past 
and present, and since then a large number of men have 
availed themselves of its services. The Agency is superin-
tended by the Registrars, with the advice of a Sub-Committee 
of the Club. 

At a Meeting of the Council of the Club on March '15th, 
1910, it was decided that certain fees should be charged. A 
list of these can be obtained from the Registrars. For 
appointments as locum tenens they are as follows:-

(a) If for a longer period than a week-
Members of the Club, 2t per cen~. on amount 

earned, with a minimum fee of 5/-. 
Non-members. 5 per cent., minimum fee 7/6. 

(b) If for one week or les5-
A fee of 5/- to be paid by the Principal. 
For appointments of less than one week no fee is 

charged to the locum tenens. 

For appointments of more than one week no fee is 
charged to the Principal. 

The proceeds of the Agency, after the deduction of 
expenses, will be paid to the Lou<lou Hospital Medical Club 
to be used for benevolent' purposes. 

The new regulations came into force on July 1st, 1910.
